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The university's aim is to creatively promote the arts and sciences
through academic research and to pursue its mission to cultivate
leaders for the next generation through educational activity. Nara
Women's University continues to cultivate human resources among
women through advancing and promoting high-level research. Our
university is comprised of three undergraduate faculties — the
Faculty of Letters, the Faculty of Science, and the Faculty of Human -

i : Life and Environment — and the Graduate School of Humanities

and Sciences (master's and doctoral courses). Because we are
small in scale, we can strive for an individualized approach. We are
also focused on further advancing "Social Cooperation" activities,

. such as international exchanges, as well as wide-ranging regional +
cooperation. By organically combining the three areas of

"Education", "Research" and "Social Cooperation", we aim to .
become a base for women's higher education in the 21st century,

and to cultivate human resources to play an active, leading role in

this increasingly complex society.
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Basic Principles

The Nara Women’s Higher Normal School was established in 1908.
1949 saw the promulgation of the National School Establishment Law
and the school was accordingly re-established as Nara Women’s
University, with Nara Women’s Higher Normal School as its predecessor.
The purpose of the institution and its academic research activities is as
follows: "The University exists to provide female students with the highest
learning environment. This, together with our efforts to spread knowledge
and awareness, shall ensure that we will be a center of scholastic culture
and research and our development will deepen our scholastic scope in
professional and research terms. We will also contribute to cultural
development as a whole" (from the University’s academic statutes).

The intellectual independence of the woman in society is linked to the
development of her intellectual abilities, and in this regard Nara Women’s
University is responding to the current needs of society and the changing
nature of the times we live in. In 2000 four fundamental principles were
put in place:

(1) To cultivate human resources that will lead to a gender-equal society.
Towards a university that disseminates information for the empowerment
of women.

(2) To enhance liberal arts education and basic education as well as
upgrading professional education.

(3) To conduct high level basic research and to pursue interdisciplinary
research.

(4) To be an open university.

Promotion of international exchange and contribution to the regional society.

Educational Goals

The University shall strive to draw out of each student their own abilities
and vocational leanings. Their educational experience will result in rounded
individuals with integrity.

Moreover, our aim is to develop students into individuals that can play a
leading role in society, who have the ability to take the initiative with a sense
of purpose thanks to an overall understanding and judgmental ability.

(1) Education that Fosters Human Qualities
Students will enjoy a well rounded, high quality education aimed at
fostering human resources both broadly cultured and rich in humanity.

(2) Education that Encourages Creativity
Every academic course and discipline, combined with challenges to
their creativity, together with a profound specialization, will stand
students in good stead.

(3) A Graduate School Education leading to a Professional Expertise
The Graduate School at Nara Women’s University provides a highly-
specialized education in an optimum environment for women to fully
develop their intellectual abilities. Our aim is to cultivate highly trained
specialists and creative researchers.

(4) An Educational Program that Fosters the Development of People
Capable of Contributing to Society
1) Our aim is to cultivate human resources for a gender-equal society
2) Our graduates will contribute to their local communities and the

international community as a whole, especially neighboring Asian
nations.

Research Goals

At Nara Women’s University, our researchers are free to pursue their
quest for the truth, and research is carried out with long-term goals in
mind. Our research projects also aim to contribute to the development of
society and culture.

The successful findings of research projects contribute to intellectual
development. These academic gains also contribute to the ongoing
development of society.

(1) The Promotion of Individual and Creative Research
Our research programs aim to promote individual endeavors, deep
insights and creativity

(2) The Promotion of Fundamental Research and Applied Research
A high standard of fundamental and applied research responds to the
changing needs of society and the times.

(3) The Development of Interdisciplinary Research
Based on the common themes that bind various different fields of
research and academic endeavor, this program promotes research
that covers complicated and important topics.

(4) The Promotion of Research Projects Addressing the Local Community
and International Exchange
By drawing on the cooperation of researchers across different fields,
we hope to contribute to both local communities and international
society.
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Nara Women's University aims to be an education center for future
female leaders, with the intent to contribute to achieving a gender-equal
society that promotes the expansion of women's active participation in all
fields. As a cultivation hub for women to become cultured experts
capable of envisioning the entire picture, the University shall pursue the
following strategic medium-term objectives:

1. The University shall leverage the fortune of being located in the ancient
capital of Nara in order rediscover Japanese culture's unique qualities
and historic world values, which emerged in Nara (Yamato Province)
and were developed in Yamato Province. As such, the University shall
aim to develop female leaders who, while holding intrinsic views of
this society and culture, are able to actively participate locally and
globally (glocally).

2. The University shall construct an educational model to develop female
leaders in science and engineering. To do so, the university shall promote
research in various science and engineering fields, particularly in
"fundamental physics, molecular science, fundamental biology, and
high-energy physics," which have been identified as the University's
strengths under its redefined mission.

3. The University shall act in accordance with its tradition and purpose as
a national women's university by contributing to the development of
lifestyle science in order to understand and study matters from the
lifestyle and consumer perspectives. The aim is to develop an education
and research hub for new lifestyle innovations in order to address the
rapidly occurring changes in our natural and social environments,
most notably global warming, and to develop female leaders to spearhead
such endeavors.

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The Faculty is an organization of all Nara Women's University faculty members, which was established in April 2012. The president of
the university serves as Dean of The Faculty.

The Faculty consists of three Divisions: The Division of Humanities and Social Sciences, The Division of Natural Sciences, and The
Division of Human Life and Environmental Sciences. The Faculty members who belong to one of these three Divisions carry out, with
their expert knowledge, the educational research programs of the undergraduate and the graduate schools, and contribute to the
development of their fields of study. All The Faculty members also promote their mutual cooperation appropriately and flexibly, across
administrative boundaries, in order to settle issues of human resource development and academic research that require increasingly

more diverse, sophisticated, and interdisciplinary approaches.
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The Faculty of Letters at Nara Women's University provides an excellent education in liberal arts and specialized fields. It aims at
cultivating those proactive individuals with a deep understanding of humanity, culture and society as well as various linguistic skills who
can initiate tasks on their own and work out solutions from a flexible viewpoint free from the conventional framework of knowledge.

The Faculty consists of three departments: the Department of History, Sociology and Geography, the Department of Language and
Culture, and the Department of Human Sciences. The Department of History, Sociology and Geography offers a range of courses on
Japanese, Western and Eastern history from antiquity to contemporary times, physical / human geography, area studies, environment
issues, sociologies of the family, information, and culture, art history and archaeology. The Department of Language and Culture
explores languages and literature as well as cultural phenomena in general in Japan, China, the U.S., Britain, Germany, France and
those regions under their cultural influence. The Department of Human Sciences addresses the question of what humanity is through a
comprehensive approach to human beings and their interactions in society and culture.
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The Faculty of Science aims to "Educate students with problem-finding and problem-solving capabilities based on a wide range of
perspectives through education and active research in science at a high level along with producing well-educated women who can take
initiatives as leaders to tackle next-generation issues through independent activities in an environment which is geared towards women
to learn and conduct research."

The Faculty of Science consists of two major departments, the Department of Mathematical and Physical Sciences and the Department of
Chemistry, Biology, and Environmental Science. Through lectures, experiments, practical learning, seminars of the course subjects and
graduation research in each department, students will have the opportunity to hone their scientific thinking power and experimental skills
as well as to improve their foreign language abilities and communicative abilities.
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The Faculty of Human Life and the Environment was created from the former Faculty of Home Economics. In the past, the school
focused on clothing, food and housing but now the faculty studies and researches environmental issues from every angle. The issues
focused on are our own lives and the impact we have on our environment. The aim of this course of study is to use scientific analysis to
contribute to the creation of a safer and more bountiful living environment.

The Faculty of Human Life and the Environment offers courses in five main areas of study. The Department of Food Science and
Nutrition, the Department of Health Sciences, the Department of Computer Science and Clothing Environment, the Department of
Residential Architecture and Environmental Science, and the Department of Culture and Humanities.

The Department of Food Science and Nutrition has a study program based on bioscience; specifically, the relationship between humans
and the foods they eat. The course looks to analyze this relationship from the molecular level up to the scale of living beings, using a
broad-based approach to clarify these topics. At the Department of Health Sciences, we aim to help students comprehensively learn
about human health from various viewpoints,such as the lifestyle, social environment, body, exercise, mind, development, and education.
The Department of Computer Science and Clothing Environment applies information and communication technologies to the support of
human life as well as conducts education and research on realizing safe and comfortable clothing environments. The Department of
Residential Architecture and Environmental Science course looks at the safety, comfort, and the aesthetic factors of our dwellings and
their design, facilities, and management from an educational and research perspective. Lastly, The Department of Culture and Humanities
seeks to shed light on the questions surrounding human life and culture through diverse and multilayered education and research.

Centered Engineering.
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are also very high-level vocational training programs for professionals.
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This university has an attached kindergarten, elementary school, and secondary school, each of which employs distinctive kinds of
educational activities.

In conjunction with the transition of the university to a national university corporation as of April 2004, management of the attached
schools was moved from the Faculty of Letters to the university as a whole, for the purpose of facilitating inter-school liaison and
cooperation as well as the promotion of more effective liaisons with the university for educational and research activities. At the same
time, this afforded the opportunity for a new start, as a general overview of each school could be obtained and coordinated maintenance
goals formed; which together with liaisons between the university and the schools also provides greater reciprocal understanding and
cooperation between the schools.

The kindergarten and elementary school attached to the university were appointed, by the Ministry of Education, Culture Sports,
Science and Technology, to conduct a research project from the fiscal year 2009 to 2011. The research project developed educational
programs to cultivate logical/critical thinking skills of children who were three to eleven years old. In addition, in 2015 they were
appointed again to conduct a new research. They are working to develop a Curriculum that will develop children's abilities and talents
through various activities planned to promote interactions among children of the same or different grades/ages.

The kindergarten and elementary school have held their entrance ceremony together. They set three stages/periods for elementary
education, the first (3 and 4 year-old children), the second (5, 6, and 7 year-old children), and the third (from 8 to 11 year-old children).
Especially, they have three unique activities, "friendship laboratory" in which each child has his/her own theme and learn through
personal or group activities, "friendship field" in which children of the second stage work together, and "friendship club" in which children
of kindergarten have activities with those of different ages. The close relationship between the kindergarten and elementary school
provides a sense of continuity in their children's learning. These interactions are intended to give younger children opportunities to
acquire good learning attitudes and skills by observing older children as role models.

As well, the secondary school was appointed as a Super Science High School (SSH) in 2005, and gained high marks as a SSH of
secondary schools. In addition, in the next 5 years, from April of 2010, the secondary school conducted research as a SSH with the
theme "Development of a Curriculum that will cultivate liberal arts of which natural science forms the basis", and "Research and
Development of the more effective liaisons with the university during the 6-year secondary education" Additionally, the secondary school
was appointed to conduct the 3" research in April of 2015 with the theme "Development of a Curriculum that will foster technological
innovators with the ability to work together as a team to create new ideas." Now they are working on designing a Curriculum which
focuses on group study for 6 years and ISSS; co-working activities with foreign students through international exchange programs.
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The Academic Information Center collects, manages and provides the academic information such as books or e-resources. Moreover, we support the
academic information literacy education. We also enhance the science information infrastructure and contribute to education, research and

investigation.
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The center aims to enhance and develop education research at the university by researching, developing, and implementing the contents of the
university entrance exam to ensure selection of sensible and independent students who can think and express themselves based on knowledge and
comprehension at the highest levels. This will enable the university to maintain diversity, and foster human resources for social leadership positions in
the future thanks to its diversified student body.
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The Health Care Center conducts the specialized health management of the
university in an integrated manner, and aims to maintain and improve the health of
students and academic staff.

In addition to health checkups conducted in April every year, the Health Care
Center also places importance on emergency treatment and measures, referral to
external medical institutions, and medical consultation services provided by
physicians, nurses, and public health nurses.

The center has also established an office for self-assessment to provide students
with support required to live a psychologically and physically fulfilling student life.
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Center for Clinical Psychology
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The Center was established on April 1, 2013 and is dedicated to the
practice, the education and the study on clinical psychology.

The Center aims to perform psychological counseling for people in
neighboring areas, train the graduate students for clinical psychologist
and contribute to the development of clinical psychology by the
performing and the training.
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International Exchange Center
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The International Exchange Center was set up on February 28 of 2005. The aim of the
center is to promote international exchange at Nara Women’s University by developing
international cooperation; promoting international exchange with universities overseas; and
formulating and implementing measures on the necessary education and guidance for
international students and Japanese students who wish to study abroad.

The center is comprised of the International Exchange Planning Section and the
International Education Section. The former carries out the planning and implementation of international exchange and promotes activities based upon
academic exchange agreements. The latter offers education and support to international students and guidance for Japanese students going abroad.
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Social Cooperation Center
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The links between Nara Women's University and society are key to the university’s policy, and this
center plays a main role in its execution. The Center was opened on November 25, 2005 in order to
bring about closer integration and cooperation with society.

The Center liaises with industry, academia and government, and consists of two active sections. The
first is the Promotion Section for Cooperation with Industry, Academia and Government, which plays
host to research forums and academic symposiums as well as offering counseling related to research.
The second section, the Promotion Section for Cooperation with the local community, in addition to its
other responsibilities, runs and supervises programs that contribute to the local community.
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Environmental Safety Center
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The Environmental Safety Center was set up on February 16, 2011. The aim of
the center is to maintain the desirable environment and safety for educational and
research activities at Nara Women's University.

The Center consists of three sections, the Management Sections for Chemical
Substances, Radiations and Biosafety.

Collaborative Organization for Research in women's Education of Science, Technology, Engineering, and Mathematics
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The CORE of STEM was founded jointly by Nara Women's University and Ochanomizu University in April 2015 with the designation by the Ministry of
Education, Culture, Sports, Science, and Technology. Our missions are to foster female leaders in science as well as to provide all students with
opportunities to extend their scientific
and mathematical knowledge.

We carry out education and research
in the direction of four projects: Hurdling
Assistance for Women in Science Program,
Secondary Education Reform Project,
Higher Science and Engineering Education
Reform Project, and Globalization
Project. These are aimed at promoting
research for the expansion of career
choices in science and engineering for
women and developing contextualized
teaching materials and methodology in
science and mathematics for secondary
and higher education, thereby fostering
female leaders equipped with scientific
thinking.
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YAMATO Center for Regional Collaboration and Education
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In response to the selection of COC+ program, this center was established on December 1, 2015 and is dedicated to promote "Regional Collaboration and Education".
Through innovation of education and career support system, this center aims to foster people and adjust environment for regional revitalization in Nara.
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Organization for the Promotion of Gender Equality
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The first Basic Principle of Nara Women's University is "cultivating human
resources that will lead to a gender-equal society and disseminating information for
the empowerment of women". The "Gender Equality Promotion Office" was founded ¥ iy
in November 2005 to realize this principle by creating an environment where women L R =1
and men in all fields can actualize their full potential. Its name was changed to the 852 —L" TDFER
"Organization for the Promotion of Gender Equality" in December 2012, and it is currently comprised of the (1) Office of Gender Equality Awareness, (2)
Office of Diversity in Research Environment, and (3) Office of Career Development for Postdoctoral Fellows and Graduate Students. It works to: raise
people's awareness of the importance of gender equality; help its researchers with their research and education-related activities; assist its faculty, staff,
and students in achieving their optimal balances between work/study and private lives; and support female graduate students and postdoctoral fellows to
diversify their career.

KYOUSEI Science Center for Life and Nature
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The Center was established on April 1, 2001 and is dedicated to the study of a

scientific discipline termed “KYOUSE/ Science”, defined as the study for co-existence
of human society and natural environments. The Center aims to contribute to the

environmental problems through multi-scale scientific research activities from
physical chemistry, molecular biology, ecology, geography and geophysics.
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Center for Education and Research of Lifelong Learning
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This Center was established on May 21, 1997 and is dedicated to the study of and
research about lifelong learning, as well as involving the university with the local
community.

The Center will survey the promotion of lifelong learning as well as conduct
research and development of lifelong learning programs by liaising with local lifelong
learning organizations and groups.
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Center for Research and Development of Education Systems
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The Center undertakes researches on education systems from elementary to
higher education levels as well as promotes research and educational activities held
in cooperation with Nara Women's University Undergraduate and Graduate Schools
and its affiliated kindergarten, elementary school, and middle school.

The Center conducts research in the following three sections: Developing
Education Systems, Promoting Joint Research and Activities, and Supporting
Teachers and Recurrent Education.
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Center for Research of Ancient Culture
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This Center was established on June 24, 2005. Nara was the center of Japanese civilization during ancient times, and Nara Women’s University can
use its local connections to examine Japan’s ancient history and civilization from an East Asian perspective, including the study of history, literature and
language and related interdisciplinary study programs.

In addition to carrying out its own activities, since fiscal year 2009 this center has taken on the accomplishments of the "21st Century COE Program -
COE for Research on formation and characteristics of Ancient Japan", and is widely promoting and releasing interdisciplinary research on ancient
Japan in concert with researchers from the field of science. Accordingly, greater development can be achieved through cooperation with the network of
domestic and foreign research institutions and researchers built through COE activities.
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Center for Gender and Women'’s Culture in Asia
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Established on November 25, 2005, the Center is dedicated to promote higher
education for women in Asia. In present-day Asia, with its great diversity in history,
culture, language and political systems, there are emerging sense of unity and
common experiences shared by people living in Asia. The Center aims at
addressing diverse gender issues in active collaboration with researchers in Asia
and contributes to the society by demonstrating research findings, promoting
mobility of researchers and nurturing of next generation with a view to establish
gender equality within Asia.
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Oka Mathematical Institute has just been founded in the university in 2015. One of the
aims of the Institute is to promote an attractive exchange between mathematicians and
students all over the world. The name of the Institute comes from the mathematician
Kiyoshi Oka, who devoted himself to both research and education at the university,
especially to the education for women
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OKA MATHEMATICAL INSTITUTE
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Institute of Animal Experimentation
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This institute, which is a university-wide facility, was founded on November 26th 2015 as an animal testing and housing facility for the Faculty of
Human Life and Environment, and Faculty of Science. At the institute, instructors and students are educated, instructed and advised on how to
adequately conduct animal experiments as well as maintain and operate feeding facilities in compliance with Japanese laws and guidelines on animal
experiments. As part of its mission, it conducts screening of experiment plans and lectures for newcomers.
